Lexile measures allow you to manage reading comprehension. 
Matching a reader's Lexile measure to a text with the same Lexile 
measure leads to an expected 75% comprehension rate. (see diagrams 
below). A student's Lexile range spans from 100L below to 50L above 
their Lexile score.  
 
Lexile.com, Lexile.com/findabook and http://libguides.coastal.edu/
juvenilebooks  are websites which enable you to check the Lexile 
measure for many texts, to help your student select reading materials 
at or above the current level. Reading material at a slightly higher 
Lexile level will help raise your student's comprehension. Selecting 
material in the “Stretch” Lexile Band will challenge your student to 
improve.
